The client retained Trace Associates Inc. (Trace) to manage a wellsite 
reclamation program for an area within southern Alberta.  The program 
includes over 60 projects (wellsites and access roads) and Trace 
services include: reclamation detailed site assessments, Phase 1 and 
2 environmental site assessments, soil remediation and reclamation, 
and preparing reclamation certificate applications.  

Trace acts as the prime consultant, coordinating over 10 construction 
contracting companies for utility locating, borehole drilling, and 
remediation and reclamation contracting.  

This area of Alberta presents many challenges; however the most 
significant are the dry climate and soil conditions and the highly saline 
and/or sodic soils.  Additionally, a large number of sites were 
constructed many years ago and the construction details are often not 
well documented.  The program involves extensive landowner 
consultation.
